Road Warrior Setup for Windows 95





1. With the mouse pointer on the desktop single click the right mouse button. Move the pointer to New, then Shortcut. Click the left button.





2. Enter on the command line then location and name of Road Warrior.


	ie. C:\roadwar\rw.exe





3. Select Next.





4. Name the shortcut.


	ie. Road Warrior





5. Select Next.





6. Select Finnish.





7. You should now see the Road Warrior shortcut on your desktop.





8. Right click on the shortcut, then move the pointer to Properties and click the left button.





9. Select the Program tab with the left mouse button.





10. Select Change Icon with the left button.





11. Enter the name of the Road Warrior icon and press enter.


	ie. c:\roadwar\road.ico





12. Select OK.





13. Left click on the Advanced button.





14. Click on the box that reads MS-DOS mode. A check mark should appear in this box.





15. Select OK.





16. Select Apply.





17. Select OK.





18. The Road Warrior icon has now been setup. You can run Road Warrior by double clicking on the icon.











Possible Problems





1. Road Warrior requires that your CD-ROM drivers and MSCDEX are loaded during your DOS session.





2. Your DOS session must also contain any sound card drivers that would normally be loaded for DOS apps.
